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Since the thrée horn men, Herb,
Boots Mussuli on alto sax and Serge
Chaloff on baritone sax, bave all
‘worked with these bands and other
‘big groups for considerable lengths
of time, this is not really so sur-
prising.

Evans on bass are also excellent
Both solidly professional, they can
keep 8 beat like crazy and do fine
things in their occasional solo spots.

Some of the numbers the boys
played from thelr new album were,
Kip, Junior, Mardros, Unison and
Sergical, all originals by alto man
Boots. Herb arranged three ballads
on the album, Body and Soul,
What's New? and Yesterday's Gar-
denias. Chaloff and Freedman also
write and arrange for the group.

Our only gripe is not with the
band but with the peopie. The peo-
ple we are griped with were the
people who should have been in the
audience and weren't, The band is
one of the top jazz groups In the
country, Frankly, it is never in our
memory that such a good group of
musicians played here and it was
in large part lugk that landed them
here this time, Herb lives here for
one thing, & fire in & night club In
far off Detroit for another,

It costs money to pay & good band,
and if people don't turn out to see
it somebody loses money. People
don't like to lose money and won't
keep at it, If good jazz Is wanted
here—and plenty of people we know
do want it—they had better get out
and hear it. If they don't It may be
» long time before fortune throws up
another eatch lke the Herb Pom-
eroy-Serge Chaloff group.
